As a matter of fact, new users 
and learners of technology are encour-
aged to participate. There will be a full-
day session presented by Conway 
School District Technology Coordina-
tor, Paula Churchill to provide several 
examples of ways technology can com-
plement and/or improve instruction. 
Paula will also serve as a resource and 
provide technical assistance to the 
teams awarded mini-grants. 

Grant funds may be used to pay for 
substitute teachers, stipends, profes-
sional development, materials, photo-
copying, and technology (hardware 
and/or software).

Middle School Science Project 

Instructors: Paul Williams, Steve Roberts & Bill Church 

Dates: Oct 6, Nov 3, Dec 8, Jan 5, Feb 2, March 2, April 
6, and May 11. Saturday fieldtrips (optional): Nov 6 &

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Topics in Statistics & Probability  
for Middle School Teachers

In today’s world ideas from the fields of statistics and 
probability has become a “basic skill” needed by informed 
citizens. Most people don’t understand that it is the work 
prior to the collection of data that is critical to whether 
or not the data collected will answer the questions being 
asked and whether or not the data collected is biased or 
not. Similarly, issues surrounding notions of probability 
are not well understood by many people. For example, 
most people don’t really understand that your chances of 
winning Powerball are much less likely than being hit by 
lightning. 

This course will examine fundamental ideas from sta-
tistics including (1) collecting, organizing, and displaying 
data collected from real world experiences through the 
use of charts, graphs, tables, Venn diagrams, box-and-
whisker plots, stem-and-leaf plots and scatter plots; (2) 
use descriptive and inferential statistics to analyze data, 
make predictions, test hypotheses, and make decisions; 
(3) judge the validity of statistical arguments; (4) find and 
interpret measures of central tendency (mean, median and 
mode), measures of dispersion (standard deviation, range, 
and interquartile range) and curves of best fit; (5) deter-
mine and compare experimental, theoretical and condi-
tional probabilities; (6) compute the mathematical expec-
tation of simple games and lotteries; and (7) use combina-
tions and permutations to solve probability problems. The 
classes will involve students in active investigations having 
students collect, organize and display data. Analysis of the 
data will be done using statistical packages with computer 
software.

There is much more to reading comprehension than 
who, what, where, when and how.  This course will focus 
on metacognitive strategies that can raise achievement in 
all areas of the curriculum.  You will investigate visual 
imagery, think-alouds, self-questioning, locating the 
important points in a sea of detail, monitoring meaning, fix-
up strategies for when we lose it (you know…when you 
read the same page three times because you didn’t get it), 
the role of prior knowledge, text structure, retelling, 
inference, summarizing, analyzing, and synthesizing.  This 
will be a very active, learn by doing professional develop-
ment experience with lots of discussion, activities and 
handouts.  You will read a novel to “try out” these strate-
gies and then discuss in groups.  Past participants have 
found exploring the processes used to comprehend text to 
be an enlightening experience.

This course will focus on strategies to address the 
needs of integrated classrooms. The concepts of design 
and adaptation of instructional material for individual and 
small group use, teacher characteristics which enhance 
the learning situation; assessment (both formal and infor-
mal) and student behaviors that influence integrated 
classrooms will be addressed. Students will explore how 
curricula can be used to challenge all students and allow 
them the opportunity to demonstrate their knowledge 
and skills. Using Gardner's multiple intelligence concepts 
and applying strategies from Gordon's People Types and 
Tiger Stripes, students will develop an understanding of 
the various theories proposed to deal with diverse popu-
lations. They will participate in personal assessments of 
their individual learning/intelligence types and develop a 
"Strategic Learning Plan" for themselves. In addition, stu-
dents will develop and practice a variety of techniques 
that could be used in inclusionary classroom settings.  
Students will be required to participate online be-
tween sessions through Blackboard.
